avid here tells us how he shall flourish. He shall
“flourish like the palm tree: he shall grow like a ce-
dar in Lebanon.”

Of the wicked, he had said just before, “When the
wicked spring as the grass, and when all the workers of in-
iquity do flourish, it is that they shall be destroyed for
ever” (vs. 7).

They flourish as the grass, which today is, and tomor-
row is cast into the oven. What a contrast to the worthless-
ness, the weakness, the transitoriness and destiny of grass
- in a warm country too — are the palm tree and cedar of
Lebanon! They are evergreens. How beautifully, how
firmly, how largely, they grow! How strong and lofty is
the cedar! How upright and majestic and tall, the palm
tree! The palm also bears fruit, called dates, like bunches
of grapes. It sometimes yields a hundred weight at once.
(Editor: My understanding is that the older the tree, better
the fruit is).

He tells us where he shall flourish. “Those that be
planted in the house of the LORD shall flourish in the
courts of our God.”

The allusion is striking. It compares the house of God

to a gardener fine well-watered soil, favorable to the life
and verdure and fertility of the trees fixed there. The rea-
son is that in the sanctuary we have the communion of
saints. There “our fellowship is with the Father, and with
His Son Jesus Christ” (1 John 1:3). There are dispensed
the ordinances of religion and the Word of Truth. “7There
the LORD commanded the blessing, even life for ever-
more” (Ps. 133:3).

He also tells us when he shall flourish. “They shall
still bring forth fruit in old age.”

This is to show the permanency of their principles and
to distinguish them from natural productions.

The plants of grace shall ever live;
Nature decays, but grace must thrive.
Time, that doth all else impair;

Still makes them flourish strong and fair.

The young Christian is lovely; like a tree in the blos-
soms of spring; the aged Christian is valuable, like a tree in
autumn, bending with ripe fruit. We therefore look for
something superior in old disciples — more deadness to the
world, the vanity of which they have had more opportuni-
ties to see; more meekness of wisdom; more disposition to
make sacrifices for the sake of peace; more maturity of
judgment in divine tings; more confidence in God, more
richness of experience.

He also tell us why he shall flourish. “They shall be fat
and flourishing; To shew that the LORD is upright.”
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We might rather have sup-
posed that it was necessary to show
that they were upright But by the
grace of God they are what they are
— not they, but the grace of God
which is in them (1 Cor. 15:10).
From Him is their fruit found.
Their preservation and fertility,
therefore, are to the praise and
glory of God; and as what He does
for them, He has engaged to do, it
displays His truth as well as His
mercy and proves that He is up-
right.

The Testimony of an Abortion Doctor

Abortion provider’s long day in S.D. starts off
in Minnesota

Carol Ball’s day begins in the dark, in another
state. By the time she arrives at work, crosses a
snowy parking lot and enters the austere
one-story Planned Parenthood clinic here, she has
flown 200 miles to do something no South Dakota
doctor will do. Ball performs elective abortions.
She is one of four doctors who travel anony-
mously, for security reasons, to the lone clinic in a
state that has seen some of the nation’s fiercest
battles over reproductive rights. The work is

framed by worry and frustration — and the
knowledge that the politics remain as unsettled as
ever.

This is a difficult time for Ball and her colleagues.
Last month, Scott Roeder told the jury in his Kansas mur-
der trial that he stalked Dr. George Tiller, the nation’s most
prominent abortion provider, for years before he walked
up to him in a church and shot him once in the head.

Roeder, who is scheduled to be sentenced next month,
personifies the worst fears of the small, connected com-
munity of doctors that Ball inhabits. Unlike Tiller, she
does not do late-term abortions, and she has not received
threats. But her trips are carefully orchestrated by security
officers, and she declined to allow her face to be photo-
graphed for this article.

Thirty-seven years after the Supreme Court legalized
abortion nationwide in its Roe vs. Wade decision, the na-
tion remains deeply divided. To Ball, the national debate
has turned her work into a political act.

“I would rather do this without all this hoopla,” she
says. “I’m dismayed that it’s gone on so long. Why don’t
they just go home?”

She is speaking of the protesters who sometimes stand
outside the clinic and whose legislative victories in South
Dakota influence how Ball does her job.

But go home? Abortion opponents have demanded
the same of her.

“I don’t want them to come. They’re coming to kill
unborn children,” said the Rev. Steve Hickey, pastor of the
Church at the Gate in Sioux Falls and a newly declared
candidate for Congress. “I don’t believe abortion is health

care. I find it to be the lowest form of anything that could
be called health care.”

Sipping coffee aboard a recent flight, Ball describes
her state of mind and the state of affairs that carry her in
anonymity each month to a clinic, where she treats women
who drive as many as five hours to see her.

“I think to myself, ‘What century do we live in?’”’ she
says.

A busy winter day

The Planned Parenthood clinic in Sioux Falls is busy
on a January day. Out-of-state doctors have flown into
town two days in a row, a rarity, and eight women are wait-
ing to see Ball.

The clinic might be any doctor’s office, but there are
clues. The security cameras. The windows positioned to
block prying eyes. There are bowls of mints and condoms.
Also tissues, to soak up tears. The the day before, three
hardy opponents quietly prayed outside in single-digit
temperatures, but not today. Ball, casually dressed in a
Scandinavian sweater, jeans and sneakers, leaves a secu-
rity man’s car and steps inside.

Changing into scrubs, she is briefed by the clinic staff
on the day ahead.

With no South Dakota doctors willing to do elective
abortions since 1994, the Planned Parenthood affiliate in
Minneapolis coordinates the schedules of the doctors —
three from the Twin Cities, including Ball, and one from
Denver — who take turns staffing the clinic about one day
a week.

“It would be a dream to have a doctor in town,” says
Andrea, the clinic director, who, for security reasons,
spoke on condition that her last name not be used. “Until I
got here, I didn’t understand the magnitude of the political
environment and the woman’s decision and how much
what we do matters.”

South Dakota state law requires that women and girls
seeking an abortion hear a script about abortion written by
legislators. They must meet with a staff member one full
day before they receive a medical abortion or RU-486,
known as the abortion pill.

Ball says doctors and staff have long discussed the
procedure thoroughly with the patients, considering it a
duty to act responsibly.

“It’s important that she be sure that this is what she
wants,” Ball says. “I tell women that we don’t do abor-
tions for boyfriends or husbands or mothers or best
friends. We do abortions for women who want them.”



She adds, “Women almost universally have given this
decision a great deal of thought.”

Even so, the patient is sometimes unsure. Late last
year, a girl of about 15 or 16 said she feared that an abor-
tion would be killing a baby, Ball recalls. One of the visit-
ing doctors advised her to go home and return in two
weeks if she felt certain that an abortion was right for her.
Four weeks later, the girl came back, Ball says. The girl
said she was sure, sobbed after the procedure was over,
and thanked everyone on her way out.

Not mincing words anymore

Ball entered medical school at the Mayo Clinic in
1973, the year Roe was decided. She did not count herself
radical: “I was white, upper-middle-class suburban. I still
don’t see myself as edgy.” Nor did abortion seem
controversial to her: “It was legal. It was right. Why would
anyone argue with that?”

By 1980, she was working one or two evenings a
month for Planned Parenthood in Duluth, focusing on
contraception. When the Duluth Women’s Health Center
opened, she asked to be trained to do dilation and
curettage, better known as abortion. For years, she told
few people about her work.

“Now, I say, ‘I work for Planned Parenthood,’ because
I’'m not going to mince words anymore,” she says. “But
there were years when I would say, ‘I’m an obstetrician
and gynecologist.” ”

Along with her desire for privacy, she wanted to pro-
tect herself and her family from harm. She remains cau-
tious. But her children are older, and she wants to show
them the importance of “standing up for what you be-
lieve.”

‘I see the anger. I see the sadness’

Until late last year, staff members were required to tell
women: “The abortion will terminate the life of a whole,
separate, unique, living human being”; the pregnant
woman has “an existing relationship with that unborn hu-
man being,” a relationship protected by the U.S. Constitu-
tion and the laws of South Dakota; and a “known medical
risk” of abortion is an “increased risk of suicide ideation
and suicide.”

U.S. District Judge Karen Schreier eliminated the sec-
ond and third required assertions, calling them “untruthful
and misleading.” Another rule specifies that follow-up
questions and answers must be in writing.

“I see the anger. | see sadness. And I see people just
doing what they’re told to do because they’ll do what they
have to do to get the abortion care they need,” Ball says.
“We comply with the law. We do what we need to do.”

GOP Rep. Manny Steele is a strong proponent of the

scripts opposing abortion.

“We feel that the doctor is being very biased in his du-
ties to the mother,” Steele says. “He is showing his bias, so
is it wrong to express what would be called my bias? Isn’t
it fair for us both to express our feelings?” he asks, espe-
cially since the doctor is “the one killing the babies.”

Ball spends the end of her day in a small cubicle, re-
cording details in her patients’ files before meeting the se-
curity man for the ride to the airport. This day, she saw
more tears than usual. Mothers with children are more
likely to cry, she suspects, because “they have already
imagined the baby that would result.”

“Tears are OK,” Ball says she told more than one pa-
tient. “We understand tears.”

As she prepares for the trip home, she talks about the
struggle ahead. The decision to limit abortion coverage in
the health care legislation before Congress, she says,
“makes me less optimistic about the future. It makes me
tired. I just have a very deep conviction that we’re right
and they’re wrong. And they as honestly believe that
they’re right and we’re wrong.”

With that, she heads for the door. She knows she will
be back.

The Watcher of the Springs

Many years ago one of our towns voted to improve its
water system. Mains were laid to a network of lovely moun-
tain springs whose pure waters flowed by gravity into the
homes of the nearby town. After a season the housewives
began to complain that the water was dirty: bits of leaves
and other foreign matter had found their way into the line.

The town fathers chose a man who lived near the
springs and assigned him the task of keeping the springs
clean of leaves and debris and of keeping the lines open. The
watcher was a quiet, unassuming man who seldom went to
the town, but attended strictly to his assigned task and his
own personal affairs.

Few people had ever met the watcher of the springs. He
was just a shadowy figure who moved in the background
and whose name was never known by the towns-people,
save as they noted that name on the annual budget. No one
paid special heed to the man until the Depression came and
with the demand for decrease in expenditures. The fathers
decided to lay off this watcher of the springs in order to re-
duce the expenses.

Not long after this the mothers began their protest: the
water was polluted. And there were those who would trace
the mounting illness to this cause. It was a poor economy to
reduce the payroll by laying off the watchman and in conse-
quence hazard the health of the community.

The watchman was hastily sought out and returned to
his old task.

‘Mark of the beast’ idea back on the table

Objections are being raised over a proposed immigra-
tion reform measure that involves a provision call for a na-
tional ID card.

Senators Charles Schumer (D-New York) and
Lindsey Graham (R - South Carolina) have proposed the
biometric national ID card, but a coalition of groups has
written a letter voicing opposition to it. John Whitehead,
president of the Rutherford Institute, tells OneNewsNow
that everyone seeking employment will be required to
present the biometric ID, and employers will have to use
scanners to verify citizenship.

“It will contain your fingerprint, your retina scan in-
formation, even a mapping of the veins in the top of your
head and other information that is uniquely identifiable to
you as an individual,” Whitehead explains.

Personal and financial records would be included on
the ID card as well, so the Rutherford Institute president
warns that the idea could eventually result in govern-
ment-issued radio frequency identification (RFID) which
would allow the government to track people. If this bill is
passed, the Rutherford Institute plans to file for religious
objections.

ELCA Bishop Meets Pope — Joint
Catechism Considered

Bishop Mark Hansen of the Evangelical Lutheran
Church in America (ELCA) and head of the Lutheran
World Federation, met with Pope Benedict X VI at the Vat-
ican in February and presented the Pontiff a gift.

Also present at the meeting was Cardinal Walter
Kasper, president of the Pontifical Council for promoting
Christian Unity. He has proposed a shared catechism that
could be used jointly among Catholics, Anglicans, Lu-
therans, Methodists and members of various Reformed
churches.

The Cardinal proposed the idea as the potential fruits
of 40 years of dialogue with one another. He did not know
how the new catechism would be prepared or written.
“There is a need,” said Cardinal Kasper, “for an ecume-



nism of basics that identifies, reinforces and deepens the
common foundation.”

Episcopal church in Calif. to ordain 2nd
gay bishop

Seven years after the Episcopal Church caused an up-
roar by consecrating its first openly gay bishop, it’s set to
do the same thing again only this time with a woman.

The Rev. Canon Mary Glasspool, of Baltimore, will
be ordained and consecrated on Saturday, making her the
second openly gay bishop in church history and one of the
first two female bishops in the Diocese of Los Angeles’
114-year history.

The Rev. Canon Diane M. Jardine Bruce, of San
Clemente, California, will also be ordained Saturday.

The two women were elected last December to serve as
assistant bishops in the diocese’s six-county territory but
conservative Episcopalians had urged the church not to or-
dain Glasspool. The decision to do so highlights a contin-
ued Episcopal commitment to accepting same-sex
relationships despite enormous pressure from other Angli-
cans.

The Episcopal Church, which is the Anglican body in
the United States, caused turmoil in the church in 2003 by
consecrating the first openly gay bishop, V. Gene Robin-
son of New Hampshire.

Breakaway Episcopal conservatives have formed a ri-
val church, the Anglican Church in North America.

Several overseas Anglicans have been pressuring
Archbishop of Canterbury Rowan Williams, spiritual
leader of the world’s 77 million Anglicans, to officially
recognize the new conservative entity.

In 2004, Anglican leaders asked the Episcopal Church
for a moratorium on electing another gay bishop while
they tried to prevent a permanent break in the fellowship.

Since the request was made, some Episcopal gay
priests have been nominated for bishop, but none was
elected before Glasspool. In July 2009, the Episcopal
General Convention, the U.S. church’s top policymaking
body, affirmed that gay and lesbian priests were eligible to
become bishops.

Glasspool and Bruce, who leaves her post as pastor of
St. Clement’s Episcopal Church in San Clemente, will
also be the 16th and 17th women to be elected bishops
since the first was selected for such a post in Massachu-
setts in 1988.

Glasspool, 56, an adviser, or canon, for eight years to
the Diocese of Maryland’s bishop, said in an essay on the
Los Angeles diocese website that she had an “intense
struggle” while in college with her sexuality and the call to
become a priest. — Selected

Forgiveness and Cleansing
from Sin

Isaiah 1:16 - 31

God is a holy God. He never upholds sinners nor con-
dones sin. God cannot lie, and therefore, He must contin-
ually warn about sin. His Word often pleads with sinners
to flee from the wrath to come. The followers of some
cults deny the very existence of sin. Others align with cer-
tain social causes such as the Gay Pride movement and
seek not only to justify sin but to “draw iniquity with
cords of vanity " and “call evil good, and good evil” (5:18,
20). One of Satan’s tactics is to make light of sin; in so do-
ing, he blinds people to their need for salvation from sin’s
penalty because they question the very existence and
therefore the consequences of sin. Why does God’s Word
contain so many negative statements against sin? It is be-
cause until an individual admits that he is a sinner, he will
not recognize his need for a Savior.

Today it is common to “sugar coat” the gospel by em-
phasizing the love of God and downplaying His judgment;
leaders of many evangelistic ministries say that such tac-
tics make it much easier to obtain “decisions” for Christ.
Butunless a person first experiences the Holy Spirit’s con-
viction of sin, his “decision” is apt to be in the head rather
than from the heart — a dangerous situation that leaves one
with a false hope. When the true gospel is preached faith-
fully, lost sinners hear the good news that even though
they are sinners and the wages of sin is death, God so
loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son (Jesus
Christ) and that whosoever believes in him shall never
perish (Rom 6:23, Jn. 3:16). The Bible emphasizes not
only the universality of sin and its eternal punishment but
also the forgiveness that is available in Christ. MHR

WORRY — WORRY — WORRY

“Jesus answered and said unto her, Martha,
Martha, thou art careful (full of care) and trou-
bled about many things. ’-Luke 10:41

Someone said that a day of worry is more exhaust-
ing than a day of work. Someone else said, “Worry is
admitted as a guest, it soon becomes master of the
house.” Why do people worry? We spend so much time
and energy worrying about tomorrow that we miss the op-
portunities of today. In fact, ‘today’ is the ‘tomorrow’ we
worried about ‘yesterday’. The advice newspaper colum-
nist Ann Landers used to receive 10,000 letters every
month from people seeking her counsel for their problems.
She was once asked what issue she most commonly had to
address. Without hesitation, she replied “Fear.” She said,
“People fear losing their health, their wealth, their loved
ones, and countless other things. People are worried about
life itself.” Ear Derby is quoted as saying that making a
speech cost him two nights’ sleep. One beforehand, think-
ing about what he should say, and on afterwards, worrying
about what he should have said. Jesus said in Luke 12:11,
“take ye no thought how or what thing ye shall answer, or
what ye shall say.” In the Bible, Jesus rebukes a lady named
Martha for being such a worry-wart. In Matthew 6:25, He
addresses all of us when He says, “Take no thought for your
life, what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink; nor yet for
your body, what ye shall put on.” In other words, stop wor-
rying so much! As we consider the bad habit (Ed. SIN) of
worry, let’s look at the following:

The Crisis

What do you find yourself worrying about? Is it your
looks, your health, your job, your money problems, or
maybe loneliness? Perhaps you’re worried about losing
your possessions? In Ecclesiastes 5:12 the Bible says,
“The abundance of the rich will not suffer (allow) him to
sleep.” Sometimes you wonder if owning a lot of ‘stuff’ is
really worth it. Maybe your worry is more time related.
You’re pressured by deadlines or just the schedule of your
life in general. ... Are you stressed with paying the bills or
getting through school, or raising kids or trying to find a
way to get everything done? Someone said, “Worry is like
a rocking chair. It gives you something to do but doesn’t
get you anywhere.”

The Caution

Someone once said with tongue-in-cheek, “Don’t tell
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me that worry doesn’t do any good...I know better...The
things I worry about never happen, so it must be work-
ing”. While worry can cast a big shadow, God’s Word tells
us not to do it. The Bible says, “It is vain for you to rise up
early, to sit up late, to eat the bread of sorrows: for so he
giveth his beloved sleep” (Psalm 127:2). Jesus said “Take
heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts be over-
charged with surfeiting (pain from a sudden head-
ache)...and cares of this life”” (Luke 21:34). Many within
the medical field tell us that 80% of all physical problems
we suffer could be eliminated if we would both change
bad eating habits, and rid our lives of worry and fear.
While hard work won’t kill us, worry will. How do differ-
ent people cope with worry? Some turn to alcohol. There
are currently 18 million alcoholics in our nation, indi-
rectly affecting nearly half of the population. To many, al-
cohol is a way to escape reality and worry. Many others
are taking mood altering drugs, consuming hundreds of
millions of pills a year. Some deal with the ragged edge of
life by using illegal drugs. The United Nations estimates
that there are over 50 million heroin and cocaine addicts in
the world. Sadly, there are those who can’t find relief from
worry through drugs, alcohol or mood altering pills and
take more desperate measures. Suicide is now the leading
cause of death in people under the age of 35, claiming over
a million lives a year.

The Consideration

The songwriter said, “Oh what peace we often forfeit,
oh what needless pain we bear.” A preacher from the
1700s said, “I would no more worry than cuss or swear.”
Yes, overcoming worry is easier to preach about than
practice. Actually, worry is ungodly because it is a mild
form of atheism. We’re not trusting God! A truly born
again Christian doesn’t have a thing to worry about if he
considers that God is in control of this life, and He prom-
ises us heaven when our heart stops. All we need to do is
look at the promises of the Bible. Psalm 34:7 says, “The
angel of the LORD encampeth round about them that fear
him, and delivereth them.” The apostle Paul added, “But
my God shall supply all your need according to his riches
in glory by Christ Jesus” (Philippians 4:19). The Bible
contains over 7500 promises we can claim. There are 366
times in the Bible where we are told not to worry or fear.
That’s one for every day of the year (including leap year!)
King David said in Psalm 37:25, “I have been young, and
now am old; yet have I not seen the righteous forsaken,
nor his seed begging bread.” The same God who created



the earth, and flung the stars into their sockets, still owns
the cattle on a thousand hills (Ps 50:10) and will make sure
we’re taken care of. God says, “Call unto me, and I will
answer thee, and shew thee great and mighty things,
which thou knowest not” (Jer 33:3). Isn’t that a wonderful
promise”? When the apostle Paul was aging and failing in
health, God told him, “My grace is sufficient for thee: for
my strength is made perfect in weakness” (11 Cor 12:9). If
you’re tired, lonely, or have needs, there’s a God in heaven
who cares. The Bible says to “Cast all your care upon
him; for he careth for you”( 1 Peter 5:7). In the Bible we
find an aged John the apostle, possibly in his 90s in the
slave camp of a copper mine on the isle of Patmos trusting
God (Rev. 1). We find the apostle Paul in a storm at sea
calmly trusting in the Lord (Acts 27:21). We find three
Jewish young men in a fiery furnace not worrying (Dan.
3). Even Jonah is calmly praying for deliverance while in
the belly of a whale (Jonah 2). If they could overcome
worry, so can we. So what is the cure?

The Cure

Worry is a choice. We don’t need to do it, but most
people still worry nonetheless. The Bible says, “Be careful
(full of care) for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and
supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made
known unto God” (Phil. 4:6). Years ago, a pilot was mak-
ing a cross-country flight. As he was flying along, he
heard a noise in his plane which sounded like the gnawing
of arat above the cockpit. For all he knew the rat could be
gnawing through a vital control cable or wire. Regardless
of how the rat had gotten in, the pilot found himself in a
very serious situation. It was two hours back to the landing
field from which he had taken off and more than two hours
to the next field ahead. Then he remembered that the rat is
a rodent. It is not made for the heights but to live on the
ground and under the ground. Therefore the pilot began to
climb. He went up a thousand feet, then another and an-
other until the gnawing ceased. The rat was dead. It could
not survive in the atmosphere of those heights. More than
two hours later the pilot brought the plane safely to the
next landing field and found the dead rat. Worry is like
that rat. It cannot live when we soar in the heights of the
Most High. It cannot breathe in the atmosphere made pos-
sible by prayer and Bible reading. Worry dies when we
walk ‘above the circumstances’ with the Lord. The whole
issue is a matter of ‘trusting God’. When trust is present,
worry cannot crowd its way in. The psalmist said, “Com-
mit thy way unto the LORD; trust also in him, and he shall
bring it to pass” Psalm 37:5). ...The Bible says, Cast thy
burden upon the LORD, and he shall sustain thee. he shall
never suffer the righteous to be moved” (Psalm 55:22).
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The Conclusion

...A Harris Poll surveyed Americans to find out what
worries them the most. More than seventy percent said
they worried about wasting too much time, especially
watching television. About the same number stated they
worried about not reading enough, not attending church
regularly, and not being active enough in community af-
fairs. But the survey reported nothing about worry or con-
cern over personal sins and future judgment. It’s funny
how people focus on the smaller concerns of life, and
overlook the major concern: where they will spend eter-
nity. When a person finds the joy of salvation and assur-
ance of heaven, the Bible promises, “If any man be in
Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away,
behold, all things are become new” (Il Cor. 5:17). That
means we can ditch worry and replace it with trusting the
Lord. Have you had a time in your life when you truly
found God?

Understanding God’s
Foreknowledge

Calvinism’s False Teaching Clearly Refuted

“For whom he did foreknow, he also did predestinate
to be conformed to the image of his Son, that he might be
the firstborn among many brethren.” Romans 8:29

Foreknowledge is not an act of God; it is something
that is always active with God. Acts 15:18 says “Known
unto God are all his works from the beginning of the
world.” We call that the “eternal now,” meaning that God
sees as clearly one billion years into eternity as He sees
this moment; He also sees clearly back before the creation
of man.

There is no new knowledge that God will ever gain,
because He is omniscient -all-knowing. The fact that He
knows what is going to happen does not mean that he
makes it happen.

For example, a man told me, “Pastor, I’'m going to
start a business, but please don’t tell anybody right now.
Please just pray for this business.” That’s what I did.

I had foreknowledge about this business; I knew when
it was going to start. But knowing all about it did not mean
that I made the business happen; it did not mean that I
made it start.

This is how foreknowledge ties into election. God
knew who would receive salvation, but He did not say,
“All right, before I create man, I’ll elect some of them to
go to Hell because it’s My decision. I’ll elect only some to
go to Heaven, because I want to frustrate people who re-
ally want to be saved.” God does not work that way!

God knows who will receive Him or reject Him, but
He doesn’t make it happen. Second Peter 3:9 puts it this
way, “The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as
some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to
us-ward, not willing that any should perish (not the
so-called elected), but that all should come to repentance.”
When God says ‘all,” He means all. Even though not all
people will be saved, His will is that all people be saved.

“For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God
our Saviour; Who will have all men to be saved, and to
come unto the knowledge of the truth.” - 1 Tim. 2:3-4.

The Lord wants all men to be saved; in fact, He wants
us who are saved to take the Gospel to those who are lost
and share it with them.
