He came not in glory or in splendor, not like him who
brought all salvation with him: no, He was born in a stable,
and laid in a manger; oxen were His companions. O amaz-
ing condescension of the Lord Jesus Christ, to stoop to
such low and poor things for our sake. What love is this,
what great and wonderful love was here, that the Son of
God should come into our world in so mean a condition, to
deliver us from the sin and misery in which we were in-
volved by our fall in our first parents!

And as all that proceeded from the springs must be
muddy, because the fountain was so, the Lord Jesus Christ
came to take our natures upon Him, to die a shameful, a
painful, and an accursed death for our sakes; He died for
our sins, and to bring us to God: He cleansed us by His

blood from the guilt of sin. He satisfied for our imperfec-
tions; and now, my brethren, we have access unto Him
with boldness. He is a mediator between us and his of-
fended Father.

Therefore, if we do but consider into what state, and at
how great a distance from God we are fallen — how vile our
natures were; what a depravity, and how incapable to re-
store that image of God to our souls, which we lost in our
first parents — when I consider these things, my brethren,
and that the Lord Jesus Christ came to restore us to that fa-
vor with God which we had lost, and that Christ not only
came down with an intent to do it, but actually accom-
plished all that was in His heart toward us — that He raised
and brought us into favor with God, that we might find
kindness and mercy in His sight — surely this calls for
some return of thanks on our part to our dear Redeemer,
for this love and kindness to our souls. How just would it
have been of Him, to have left us in that deplorable state
wherein we, by our guilt, had involved ourselves? For God
could not, nor can receive any additional good by our sal-
vation; but it was love, mere love; it was free love that
brought the Lord Jesus Christ into our world about 1,700
years ago.

What, shall we not remember the birth of our Jesus?
Shall we yearly celebrate the birth of our temporal king,
and shall that of the King of kings be quite forgotten? —
Shall that only, which ought to be had chiefly in remem-
brance, be, quite forgotten? God forbid! No, my dear
brethren, let us celebrate and keep this festival of our
church, with joy in our hearts: let the birth of a Redeemer,
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which redeemed us from sin,
from wrath, from death, from
hell, be always remembered;
may this Saviour’s love never
be forgotten!

Tremendous powers are concealed in the waterfall;

It has been made by the wa-
ter which drop by drop has fallen from the sky!

Gender Neutral Bathrooms in
Elementary School

Parents outraged to find new White Bear Lake [MN]
school has no girls’ bathroom. The new design is taking a
toll, especially on girls. Several moms said their daugh-
ters are having a hard time using the bathroom at school.

Architects discussed design details for a new ele-
mentary school in the White Bear Lake [MN] district two
summers ago — right down to the placement of light
switches. They shared specific details with parents so
when students moved into the new building this fall,
there would be “no surprises.”

They apparently omitted one detail that has shocked
parents and students alike: Separate “boys” and “girls”
bathrooms in the new school have been replaced with
gender-neutral “privacy bathrooms.”

When the newly-constructed North Star Elementary
School opened last month, many students and parents
discovered “privacy bathrooms” mean elementary boys
and girls use the same stalls in a common bathroom along
with a common area for hand-washing.

The bathrooms consist of single toilets, floor-to-ceil-
ing coverage, and doors with a latch that indicates
whether or not the stall is occupied.

The change to gender-neutral bathrooms most likely
was done to comply with White Bear Lake’s districtwide
“Administrative Guidelines for Transgender and Gen-
der-Expansive Student Rights and Protections.” The pol-
icy addresses “the needs and concerns of transgender and
gender-expansive students to ensure safe, supportive,
and healthy school environments where every child can
learn.”

“Pursuant to state law, students shall have access to
the restroom that corresponds to their gender identity as-
serted at school,” says the policy, which includes similar
language for locker room access.

Gender-neutral bathrooms are one of the changes
funded by the largest building referendum ever passed by
voters in state history. Moms in the White Bear Lake dis-
trict weren’t happy when they found out their little girls
would be forced to use the same bathroom as boys.

Several North Star moms who contacted Principal
Dan Schmidt told Alpha News he assured them he is
working on a solution. However, in an email to Alpha
News, Schmidt did not indicate he is working on a solu-
tion. He told Alpha News the gender-neutral bathroom
design is being used throughout the district in new con-
struction projects, additions, or remodeling.

He Just Kept Putting It Off

When I was the pastor of a church in Texas, a pastor
friend, a gracious, victorious Christian man, preaching
to a crowded congregation Sunday mornings and
Sunday nights, told us of a heart-rending experience in
his life. He said,

I am sure you read the story of the death of George

. Some of you know that he and I have been friends
ever since babyhood. As a matter of fact, his father and
my father were close friends.

He and I attended University together. He was re-
ally the best chum I had in the world. The anguish of
what has happened has almost made me lose my mind!

We kept on listening to him. No one said a word.
We could not quite visualize a preacher so torn to
pieces. He went on.

George was driving Tuesday evening, just about
gloaming time, from Garland home to Dallas. He was
racing along the Northwest Highway. He turned his car
a bit to avoid a car coming along too close to his side.
He did not notice what was ahead! Perhaps his lights
were not on.

His Automobile struck the back of a loaded, parked
sand Truck. It caved his own car in, crushing him with
it. By the time he was rushed to the hospital, he was al-
most gone! He was dying (Ed. Not ‘Passing Away’) He
was hemorrhaging on the inside!

There was not a thing that could done. Several Doc-
tors rushed to the case. George was very rich, as you
well know!

After a while, knowing he had not long to spare, he
called for his wife, for his two children, members of my
church —- Christians, saved, children of God, glorious
in their assurance. The man himself had never made any
profession of his faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.

Of course, [ raced to the hospital, greeted the family,
greeted George, then walked out of the room with the
Doctor. The family physician told me definitely that
there was no hope for my friend. I walked back into the
room.

The dying man turned to his wife and children to
say, Please, leave the room for a little while, I want to
talk to the Preacher.” His wife and children went out

George smiled up at me sadly, saying, “No, I am
not, but it certainly is not your fault. You certainly tried
hard enough to win me.”

“Never mind, George; never mind whose fault it is.
Man, you are dying. There is no chance for you. The
Doctor says you are through. He tells me you know it!
There is no cure for you, no operation can help you.

In God’s Name, man, won’t you give your heart to
JESUS CHRIST right now? Your wife is a Christian.
Your children are Christians. Your parents, your broth-
ers, your sisters —- they are all Christians! You do not
want to go one way, while they go another.”

“I have been studying about it, Martin, ever since I
was brought in here; but I just cannot seem to break
through.”

“Nonsense, man! God Loves you! Jesus died for
you!

QUESTIONS - ANSWERED

“Must we end our prayer with the words ‘in Jesus’
name’ for it to be valid, or may we just say ‘Amen’?”’

The Bible instructs that the way to get prayers an-
swered is to ask in Jesus’ name!

“And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will
1 do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If ye
shall ask any thing in my name, I will do it.” (John
14:13, 14)

“Hitherto have ye asked nothing in my name: ask,
and ye shall receive, that your joy may be full.” (John
16:24)

But to ask in Jesus’ name does not mean just to add
those words to any prayer and expect an answer! To ask
in Jesus’ name is actually to ask for things for which you
know Jesus would have you ask. It means your request
would be something to which HE Himself would sign
His name, something He would endorse. It is not simply
a magic formula to get prayers answered.

In the model prayer given our Lord, the phrase “in
Jesus’ name” is not given. Bible Christians prayed in the
will of God often without mentioning the fact that it was
in Jesus’ name. So, the condition of having prayers an-
swered is not a matter of words but a matter of the heart.

To say “in Jesus’ name” without knowing what the
Lord wants will not necessarily get the prayer answered.
To pray in Jesus’ name, then, simply means to pray in the
will of GOD. — Selected

When Your Soul Is Tired

A friend said to me one day, “I’ve had it! I can’t
fight the battle any longer! I’'m tired —- so tired that I
just can’t get rest.”

I understood, because I knew he had a tired soul.
Had it merely been a tired body, he could have had a
good night’s rest and been refreshed! BUT when the
soul is tired, that’s an entirely different matter.

IN these times of social pressures, economic pres-
sures, political pressures and peer pressures, the soul
can become very weary. The daily routine of life, the
striving to provide for the family’s needs in times of in-
flation, the specter of unemployment and, in the spiri-
tual realm, the pressures from “the powers of darkness”
—all these can so tire the soul that just getting out of bed
in the morning to face the “rat race” can be almost
overwhelming.

King David had his share of this kind of troubles
and he knew their debilitating effect.

He endured relentless pursuit by Saul —- not just
for a day or a month, but for day after day, month after
month; and it looked as if it would never end. David fi-
nally cried out in desperation, “I shall now perish one
day by the hand of Saul” 1 Samuel 27:1.

A beloved son rebelled and tried to seize the king-
dom. His tragic death wrung from David these words,
“O my son Absalom, my son Absalom! Would God I had
died for thee, O Absalom, my son, my son!” 11 Samuel
18:33.

In times of frustration and despair, David found that
the Lord, his Shepherd, was the restorer of his soul
Psalm 23:3.

When he wrote in Psalm 27:1; “The LORD is the
strength of my life,” he meant more than physical
strength — something that couldn’t be gained by eight
hours of sleep or jogging down a country lane in the
evening.

How often David called upon this strength in time
of pressure. Hear him saying in Psalm 73:26: “My flesh
and my heart faileth: but God is the strength of my
heart.”

And in Psalm 138:3 he said, “In the day when I
cried, thou answersdst me, and strengthenedst me with
strength in my soul.”

Elijah also knew what it was to gain this strength
from God when his soul was tired! Dejected and dis-
couraged, this great man sat in a lonely wilderness and
cried, “It is enough now, O LORD, take away my life” (1
Kings 19:4) BUT God sent an angel instead!

A few days later, hiding in a cove on a desolate
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mountainside, he again declared, “I, even [ only, am left;
and they seek my life, to take it away” (vs. 10).

Then the Word came to him, a commission to new
acts of service!

A long time before Elijah fled to Horeb, God had
promised His servants, “As thy days, so shall thy
strength be.” (Deuteronomy 33:25) The tired soul can
find its refreshing only in GOD, who is our strength.

Isaiah knew the secret. He wrote: “And my people
shall dwell in a peaceable habitation, and in sure dwell-
ings, and in quiet resting places;, ‘When it shall hail,
coming down on the forest.” (32:18-19)

After the death of a little child, a mother said to me,
“God is going to have to teach me how to be lonely.”
There had been sleepless nights when she sat on the
edge of the bed, not wanting to turn off the light, be-
cause the suffocating darkness was too much like the
darkness of a little grave out there somewhere in the
night.

I thought of the words of a great poet: “And give me
the strength to surrender my strength to do Thy will with
love.”

In Psalm 105:4, David exhorted, “Seek the LORD,
and His strength.”

In his beautiful poem “Eternal Spirit, Evermore
Creating”, Henry B. Robins wrote:

And like the dew is fresh from day to day,
Quicken our spirits, as we wait expectant,
That we may go in strength upon our way.

Do you need rest to your tired soul? David’s expe-
rience: “In the day when I cried thou answeredst me
and strengthenedst me with strength in my soul.”

“God forbid that I should glory, save
i the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom
the world 1s crucified unto me, and I unto the
world” (I Cor. 2:2, Gal 6:14).

Fear Factor

Faith (a living faith) is necessary to please God!
“But without faith it is impossible to please him; for he
that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is
a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.” (Hebrews
11:6)

Fear can keep you from surrendering and follow-
ing the will of God. The path of the preacher may lead to
trials and difficulty, but it may also lead to paths that are
peaceful and fruitful beyond comparison. Surrendering
to the will of God means you are willing to follow what-
ever path HE brings before you, knowing that HE will be
with you and that HIS way is best.

“He restoreth my soul; he leadeth me in the paths of
righteousness for his name’s sake. Yea, though I walk
through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no
evil for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they com-

fort me.” (Psalm 23:3 -4) (Ed. By the way, a valley al-
ways leads somewhere and where there is a shadow, there
has to be some light).

Fear can rob you of God’s blessings and lead you
back into the world! This results in limited usefulness!
(Ed. This results in limited usefulness and becoming a
lost sinner again). The Christian life is a life of faith and
we must recognize, as the leader of the church, that we
must lead by faith.

Trimming your preaching in order not to offend a
member will hinder the growth of the church. The fear of
losing a major financial contributor can cause you to
make decisions that are not necessarily the right ones.
No one wants to lose any attendee; but IF you preach the
Word of God, you will eventually experience the loss of
people.

Facing financial shortfalls can cause fear that hinder
our faith. There are churches who have substantial sav-
ings accounts, but they fear investing them in missions or
using them for the benefit of reaching their communities.
This results in limited outreach.

Fear never contributes to the work of God! Fear of
failure can keep us from moving forward! “The Lord is
my light and my salvation; of whom shall, I fear? The
LORD is the strength of my life; of whom shall I be
afraid?” (Psalm 27:1)

It has been said, “If you haven’t failed at anything,

you haven’t tried anything”! Everyone experiences
some failures, but we must not fear failing or we will

never succeed.

Fear can cause us to compromise! Preachers (all
who are true-Christians) must learn to raise their banner
high and stand-firm upon the Word of God. People re-
spect men who stand in times of trials. We are always

moved by hearing testimonies of missionaries that pre-
vailed through difficult circumstances. The apostle
Paul’s ministry is so remarkable in part because of his tre-
mendous trials.

It is in fearful times that we can experience the deliv-
erance of GOD from our fears! We must be strong in
times of trouble. “For in the time of trouble he shall hide
me in his pavilion, in the secret of his tabernacle shall he
hide me; he shall set me upon a rock” (v. 5).

A faithful man (person) of God will face his fears and
stand firm on his convictions!
